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In today's digitalized world, images are everywhere. It seems that history of art, once the discipline to deal with images, has lost its unique place among both humanities and sciences. During the lecture some cases will be discussed in which images serve as bridges between humanities and sciences. These cases will serve to pinpoint the specificities of each discipline in approaching and making use of images, while outlining the new roles history of art has to assume in a world overwhelmed by images. Further, the lecture will explore the position of the history of art among the humanistic disciplines, and their role in life and sciences, in the past and now.
